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Patients needing Swine Flu Vaccinations who are at greatest risk of complications if they contract Swine Flu are: 


Individuals aged six months and up to 65 years in the current seasonal flu vaccine clinical at risk groups, Pregnant women, household contacts of immuno-compromised individuals and people aged 65 and over in the current seasonal flu vaccine clinical at risk groups. 


These patients will receive a letter in due course inviting them for their vaccination.
